
2011 Lectionary (Year A plus Advent Year B)
The Revised Common Lectionary, created in 1983, is a three-year cycle of readings designed to tell many of the 
stories of the Bible. An ecumenical resource for use in Christian worship, it is used by churches around the world.

Numbers in parentheses indicate verses for optional use. The psalm is intended as a congregational response. 
The numbers in shaded boxes beside each date refer to the corresponding bulletin. Check the Special Occasion 
(S.O.) flyer for alternates.

For the midsummer months, we have not specified bulletin numbers. Have fun choosing from Special Occasion 
covers or any of these: 29, 30, 31, 33, 34, 35, 36. Numbers 28 and 32 are specific to the lectionary for July 3 and 31.
