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Clusters and Networks

(lusters and netwaorks are not governance bodies and
may have a relationship with any of the church councils:
communities of faith,regional councils, or General Council

= Clusters: clusters of communities of faith that focus on
worship, mission, learning, collegiality, and strategic planning

= Networks: link people working on specific issues
or for project work
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Communities of Faith

Congregations and new kinds of communities that gather to worship, leam, and serve

The United Church has three types of council—communities of faith, regional councils, and the denominational council (called the General Council).

Each has its own sphere of authority and its own structure of committees and other bodies that oversee and carry out its responsibilities.
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
